Urszula AntoniakOs impressive first feature, a sombre meditation on the nature of isolation, has already wc
several international awards, including the Golden Calf at the Nederland&&stwal.Nothing Personal follows
a young Dutch woman, Anne (Lotte Verbeek), through an achingly beautiful Connemara landscape. All we know
about her is that she is an immigrant who is penniless, resourceful and fiercely independent. She finds d house &
revels in the comforts suddenly afforded to her. It transpires that the house is home to Stephen Rediks hermit
widower, who offers her food in exchange for work. They both prefer solitude, but this itself bonds them, fostering
a relationship. The trajuil and rugged beauty of the West of Ireland, which has captivated foreign filmmakers
from Flaherty, to Ford, to Lean and Sayles continues to captivate today and to symbolize an idyll of unspoilt, rura
isolation.
